COMMENTARY ON TODAY’S GOSPEL 

DOM PROSPER GUÉRANGER, OSB 
 

“A Feast is prepared (cf. Jn. 2): it is a Marriage-Feast; and the Mother of Je-
sus is present at it, for it is just that, having co-operated in the mystery of the 
Incarnation of the Word, she should take part in all that her Son does, and 
in all the favours he bestows on his elect. But, in the midst of the feast, the 
Wine fails. Wine is the symbol of Charity or Love, and Charity had failed on 
the earth; for the Gentiles had never tasted its sweetness; and as to the Syna-
gogue, what had it produced but wild grapes (cf. Is. 5:2). The True Vine is 
our Jesus and He calls Himself by that name (Jn. 15:1). He alone could give 
that Wine which gladdens the heart of man (cf. Ps. 53:15). He alone could 
give us that Chalice which inebriated (cf. Ps. 22:5), and of which the Royal 
Psalmist prophesied.

John II, 1-11 
At that time, a marriage took place at Cana of Galilee, and the mother of Je-

sus was there. Now Jesus too was invited to the marriage, and also His disci-

ples. And the wine having run short, the mother of Jesus said to Him, They 

have no wine. And Jesus said to her, What would you have me do, woman? 

My hour has not yet come. His mother said to the attendants, Do whatever 

He tells you. Now six stone water-jars were placed there, after the Jewish 

manner of purification, each holding two or three measures. Jesus said to 

them, Fill the jars with water. And they filled them to the brim. And Jesus 

said to them, Draw out now, and take to the chief steward. And they took it 

to him. Now when the chief steward had tasted the water after it had become 

wine, not knowing whence it was - though the attendants who had drawn the 

water knew, - the chief steward called the bridegroom, and said to him, Every 

man at first sets forth the good wine, and when they have drunk freely, then 

that which is poorer. But you have kept the good wine until now. This first 

of His signs Jesus worked at Cana of Galilee; and He manifested His glory, 

and His disciples believed in Him.
