ST JOSEPH TABLE 

The Feast of St. Joseph, which always falls in the middle of Lent, is especial-
ly commemorated and celebrated in Italy in general, and Sicily in particular, 
where St. Joseph has been long-regarded as the island’s Patron saint.  It is 
there, among Sicilians, that the tradition of the “Tavola di San Giuseppe” or 
“St. Joseph’s Table” has its origins. 

March 19th is quickly approaching, and this year falls on a Saturday. Follow-
ing holy Mass that day you are welcome to come to St. Joseph’s Table. It is 
a shared celebration with the entire community where the riches of food are 
given as alms:  traditional etiquette is that no one can be turned away from 
this table. 

We are asking those who would like to help with bringing dishes to remem-
ber that this isn’t a potluck! St. Joseph’s table never has meat, as the feast 
falls during Lent, and rarely rich foods, to symbolize the poverty of the Holy 
Family.
