Lesson

father shall be thy helper, and the Almighty shall bless thee with the blessings 
of heaven above, with the blessings of the deep that lieth beneath, with the 
blessings of the breasts and of the womb. The blessings of thy father are 
strengthened with the blessings of his fathers: until the desire of the everlast-
ing hills should come; may they be upon the head of Joseph, and upon the 
crown of the Nazarite among his brethren.
