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dom of Christ and God. Let no one lead you astray with empty words; for 
because of these things the wrath of God comes upon the children of disobe-
dience.

Luke 11:14-28  
At that time, Jesus was casting out a devil, and the same was dumb; and when 
He had cast out the devil, the dumb man spoke. And the crowds marveled. 
But some of them said, By Beelzebub, the prince of devils, He casts out dev-
ils. And others, to test Him, demanded from Him a sign from heaven. But 
He, seeing their thoughts, said to them: Every kingdom divided against itself 
is brought to desolation, and house will fall upon house. If, then, Satan also is 
divided against himself, how shall his kingdom stand? because you say that I 
cast out devils by Beelzebub. Now, if I cast out devils by Beelzebub, by 
whom do your children cast them out? Therefore they shall be your judges. 
But if I cast out devils by the finger of God, then the kingdom of God has 
come upon you. When the strong man, fully armed, guards his courtyard, his 
property is undisturbed.
