Epistle 
Hebrews 9:11-15

made by hands - that is, not of this creation, - nor again by virtue of blood of 
goats and calves, but by virtue of His own blood, into the Holies, having ob-
tained eternal redemption. For if the blood of goats and bulls and the sprin-
kled ashes of a heifer sanctify the unclean unto the cleansing of the flesh, how 
much more will the Blood of Christ, Who through the Holy Spirit offered 
Himself unblemished unto God, cleanse your conscience from dead works to

mitted under the former covenant, they who have been called may receive 
eternal inheritance according to the promise, in Christ Jesus our Lord.

The Jews therefore in answer said to Him, Are we not right in 
saying that You are a Samaritan, and have a devil? Jesus answered, I have not 
a devil, but I honor My Father, and you dishonor Me. Yet, I do not seek My 
own glory; there is One Who seeks and Who judges. Amen, amen, I say to 
you, if anyone keep My word, he will never see death. The Jews therefore 
said, Now we know that You have a devil. Abraham is dead, and the proph-
ets, and You say, ‘If anyone keep My word he will never taste death.’ Are 
You greater than our father Abraham, who is dead? And the prophets are 
dead. Whom do You make Yourself? Jesus answered, If I glorify Myself, My 
glory is nothing.
