Q. What is the extra prayer said at Mass 
after the Leonine Prayers? 

A. After the Leonine Prayers (Prayers after a 
Low Mass) we recite daily the Prayer for the 
Bishop. In this prayer we insert the local 
Bishop’s name and pray for his steadfastness 
and that he may guide the flock entrusted to 
his care to Heaven. 
 
This prayer is chanted in Latin at the Sunday 
High Mass after the Last Gospel and Marian 
Antiphon. 

Catechism 2023-2024 

The new schedule for the different classes of catechism is here! What we call “Children’s 
Catechism” and “Teenage Catechism” are continual formation classes. They will occur on 
alternating Tuesdays at 4:30pm. (Note: if ever there is a 5th Tuesday, there is NO Catechism.) 
Classes are held on church grounds. 
Children’s Catechism = 6-12 yrs old. 2nd & 4th Tuesdays of the month
