We live now in the 
hopeful expectation of Our Lord’s return to earth, when He will return as Judge to 
save the elect and condemn the reprobate. May we live our Faith always so as to 
be found in His friendship on that all-important day. 
 

The Mass times this Sunday are the usual 7 am and 12:30 pm. The Christmas 
Day Mass times (this Monday) are 12 am Midnight (Christmas Carols at 11:30 
pm Sunday night), 7 am and 12:30 pm. There is no 6 pm Mass on Monday. It is 
necessary to attend one of the Masses on both Sunday and Monday.
