SECOND SUNDAY AFTER THE EPIPHANY  

(WEDDING FEAST AT CANA) 
 

“St. Matthew, the Evangelist of the Humanity of our 
Lord, has received from the Holy Ghost the 

commission to announce to us the Mystery of Faith 
by the Star; St. Luke, the Evangelist of Jesus' 

Priesthood, has been selected, by the same Holy 
Spirit, to instruct us in the Mystery of the Baptism in 
the Jordan; but the Mystery of the Marriage-Feast was 

to be revealed to us by the Evangelist John, the 
Beloved Disciple. He suggests to the Church the  
object of this third Mystery, by this expression:  

This beginning of miracles did Jesus in Cana of Galilee, and he 
MANIFESTED his glory [St. John, ii. 11]. At 

Bethlehem, the Gold of the Magi expressed the 
Divinity of the Babe; at the Jordan, the descent of the 

Holy Ghost and the voice of the Eternal Father 
proclaimed Jesus, (known to the people as a carpenter 
of Nazareth) to be the Son of God; at Cana, it is Jesus 

himself that acts, and he acts as God, for, says St. 
Augustine, He who changed the water into wine in 

the waterpots could be no other than the same who, 
every year, works the same miracle in the vine. Hence 

it was, that, from that day, as St. John tells us, his 
disciples believed in him [Ibid.], and the Apostolic College 

began to be formed.”
