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90. What is meant by the Redemption?
By the Redemption is meant that Jesus Christ, as the Redeemer of the whole human race, offered His sufferings and
death to God as a fitting sacrifice in satisfaction for the sins of men, and regained for them the right to be children of
God and heirs of heaven. He has rescued us from the power of darkness and transferred us into the kingdom of his beloved Son, in whom we have
our redemption, the remission of our sins.

From the sufferings and death of Christ we learn God's love for man and the evil of sin, for which God, who is all-just,

When we say that Christ descended into hell we mean that, after He died, the soul of Christ descended into a place or
@ state of rest, called limbo, where the souls of the just were waiting for Him. Put to death indeed in the flesh, he was brought to life in
the spirit, in which also be went and preached to those spirits that were in prison.
