The Virtues and the Gifts of the Holy Ghost 
 
Lesson 10 from the Baltimore Catechism (con’t) 
 
125. Which are the seven gifts of the Holy Ghost? 
The seven gifts of the Holy Ghost are: wisdom, 
understanding, counsel, fortitude, knowledge, 
piety, and fear of the Lord. 
And the spirit of the Lord shall rest upon him; the 
spirit of wisdom and of understanding, the spirit of 
counsel and of fortitude, the spirit of knowledge and 
of godliness. And he shall be filled with the spirit of 
the fear of the Lord. (Isaiah 11:2-3) 
126. How do the gifts of the Holy Ghost help us? 
The gifts of the Holy Ghost help us by making us 
more alert to discern and more ready to do the will 
of God. 
127. Which are some of the effects in us of the gifts of 
the Holy Ghost? 
Some of the effects in us of the gifts of the Holy 
Ghost are the fruits of the Holy Ghost and the 
beatitudes. 
128. Which are the twelve fruits of the Holy Ghost?

 4 - Blessed are they who hunger and thirst for justice, 
for they shall     
      be satisfied. 
 5 - Blessed are the merciful, for they shall obtain 
mercy. 
 6 - Blessed are the clean of heart, for they shall see 
God. 
 7 - Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be 
called children of 
 8 - Blessed are they who suffer persecution for justice' 
sake, for   
      theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 
      (See Matthew 5:3-10.)
