Catechism Corner  

 
Lesson 11 from the Baltimore Catechism 
"I believe in ... the Holy Catholic Church ..." 
 
136. What is the Church? 
The Church is the congregation of all baptized persons united 
in the same true faith, the same sacrifice, and the same 
sacraments, under the authority of the Sovereign Pontiff and 
the bishops in communion with him. 
The kingdom of heaven is like a man who sowed good seed in his 
field. (Matthew 13:24) 
137. Who founded the Church? 
Jesus Christ founded the Church. 
And I say to thee, thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build 
my Church, and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it. 
(Matthew 16:18) 
138. Why did Jesus Christ found the Church? 
Jesus Christ founded the Church to bring all men to eternal 
salvation. 
My sheep hear my voice, and I know them and they follow me. 
And I give them everlasting life; and they shall never perish, 
neither shall anyone snatch them out of my hand. (John 10:27-28) 
139. How is the Church enabled to lead men to salvation? 
The Church is enabled to lead men to salvation by the 
indwelling of the Holy Ghost, who gives it life. 
140. When was the dwelling of the Holy Ghost in the Church first 
visibly manifested? 
The dwelling of the Holy Ghost in the Church was first visibly 
manifested on Pentecost Sunday, when He came down upon 
the apostles in the form of tongues of fire. 
And when the days of Pentecost were drawing to a close, they 
were all together in one place. And suddenly there came a sound 
from heaven, as of a violent wind blowing, and it filled the whole 
house where they were sitting. And there appeared to them parted 
tongues as of fire, which settled upon each of them. And they 
were all filled with the Holy Ghost and began to speak in foreign 
tongues, even as the Holy Ghost prompted them to speak.  
(Acts 2:1-4)
