150. Who are the laity of the Church?

The laity of the Church are all its members who do
not belong to the clerical or to the religious state.
151. How can the laity help the Church in her care of
souls?

The laity can help the Church in her care of souls
by leading lives that will reflect credit on the
Church, and by cooperating with their bishops and
priests, especially through Catholic Action.
