The Marks and Attributes of the Church
Lesson 12 from the Baltimore Catechism

152. Which is the one true Church established by
Christ?

The one true Church established by Christ is the
Catholic Church.

And other sheep I have that are not of this fold. Them
also I must bring, and they shall hear my voice, and
there shall be one fold and one shepherd. (John 10:16)
153. How do we know that the Catholic Church is the
one true Church established by Christ?

We know that the Catholic Church is the one true
Church established by Christ because it alone has
the marks of the true Church.

Holy Father, keep in thy name those whom thou hast
given me, that they may be one, as we also are. (John
17:11)

154. What do we mean by the marks of the Church?
By the marks of the Church we mean certain clear
signs by which all men can recognize it as the true
Church founded by Jesus Christ.

155. What are the chief marks of the Church?

The chief marks of the Church are four: It is one,
holy, catholic or universal, and apostolic.

156. Why is the Catholic Church one?

The Catholic Church is one because all its
members, according to the will of Christ, profess
the same faith, have the same sacrifice and
sacraments, and are united under one and the same
visible head, the Pope.
