166. Are all obliged to belong to the Catholic

All are obliged to belong to the Catholic Church 
in order to be saved. 
Jesus said to him, "I am the way, the truth, and the life. No 
one comes to the Father but through me." (John 14:6) 
167. What do we mean when we say, "Outside the 
Church there is no salvation?"
