But the saintly bishop was goaded on through
many hardships by a vivid awareness of his responsibili-
ties as a shepherd to those souls whom God had en-
trusted to his care. Through his zeal, his loving kindness
and his understanding, he was able to persevere through
many adversities to bring many back to the Catholic
Faith.
