It is named after the first of 
these, Septuagesima Sunday, which occurs roughly seven-
ty days before Easter (Septuagesima is Latin for  
seventieth). Sexagesima (sixtieth) comes next, followed 
by Quinquagesima (fiftieth) which is the Sunday before 
Ash Wednesday.
