HISTORY OF THE BAPTISTERY AT ST. FRANCIS DE SALES  
(CONTINUED FROM LAST WEEK) 

 

Although the baptistery dates from 1941, the current baptismal font was not installed until December of 1943, as 
described in the parish bulletin Die Pfarrbote, known in English as “The Messenger.” 
 “During the week before Christmas our baptismal font was installed. Last year we prepared the baptistry 
by removing the Perpetual Help shrine, which formerly occupied that place, to the front of the church. Our good 
people will be very pleased to know that we now have a liturgically correct, as well as architecturally harmonious 
baptistery and font. The initial expense of this installation was borne by the Christian Mothers' Society, which 
gave us a splendid Diamond Jubilee gift of $500. The font was designed by Albert T. Schrader of St. Louis. The 
Schrader family (Schrader & Conradi) has done much of the marble work in the Catholic churches of the Middle 
West, including the Cathedral of St. Louis. The font was constructed by the Pickel Stone Company, also of St. 
Louis. 
 Since the church, as a whole, is of the German geometric period, with its lofty clustered shafts and general 
towering, large and massive, similar characteristics were sought in the designing of the baptismal font. It is con-
structed of material well chosen for its practical as well as color values: Mankato Fleuri (cross-cut limestone), for 
the general body and Red Levanto marble, imported from Greece, for the supporting columns. The bronze cover, 
with its simple, pleasing contour, lends itself to a most fitting climax. The architectural decorations on the capitals 
associate well with the foliation prevalent throughout the church. The inscription, the words of our Blessed Savior 
Himself in the Gospel of St. John, warns us that “Unless a man be born again of water and the Holy Ghost, he 
cannot enter into the Kingdom of God.  
 Those who look for symbolism will find it readily. They will see in the main column and basin a symbol of 
Holy Mother Church. Indeed, ecclesiastical writers call the baptismal font the womb of the Church. The four ex-
quisite supporting columns will symbolize the four Gospels, upon which the Church rests and which give her the 
strength of truth and extend her mission to the four corners of the earth. The large stone of the foundation will 
suggest the Rock of St. Peter, upon which Christ built the church.”
