Located 10 miles outside of 
Florence, Italy, only a few hours from the Eternal 
City, seminarians are immersed in the traditional 
formation that formed priests for millennia in 
prayer, study, and manual labor.   
    Our seminary is supported financially only by 
these second collections, seminary tuition, and 
our generous donors. There are nearly 100 
seminarians of the Institute and each is not 
always able to offset the costs of his formation.
