EPISTLE: Eph 4: 23-28  A reading from the Letter of 

Blessed Paul the Apostle to the Ephesians 

Brethren: Be ye renewed in the spirit of your mind, 

and put on the new man, who according to God is 

created in justice and holiness of truth. Wherefore 

putting away lying, speak ye the truth every man 

with his neighbor, for we are members one of anoth-

er. Be angry, and sin not. Let not the sun go down 

upon your anger. Give not place to the devil. He that 

stole, let him now steal no more; but rather let him 

labor, working with his hands the thing which is 

good, that he may have something to give to him 

that suffereth need.

GOSPEL:  Mt. 22: 1-4  +Continuation of the Holy Gos-

pel according to St. Matthew 

At that time, Jesus spoke to the chief priests and the 

Pharisees in parables, saying: The Kingdom of heav-

en is likened to a king, who made a  marriage for his 

son; and he sent his servants, to call them that were 

invited to the marriage, and they would not come.
