And if any man think himself to be religious,
not bridling his tongue but deceiving his own heart,
this man’s religion is vain. Religion clean and unde-
filed before God and the Father is this: To visit the
fatherless and widows in their tribulation, and keep
one’s self unspotted from this world.

PASCHAL ALLELUIA: Alleluia, alleluia. Christ is
risen, and hath shone upon us, whom He re-
deemed with His Blood. Alleluia. I came forth
from the Father, and am come into the world:
again I leave the world and I go to the Father. Al-
leluia.

GOSPEL: Jn. 16: 23-30 At that time Jesus said to
His disciples: Amen, amen I say to you: If you ask
the Father any thing in My name, He will give it
you. Hitherto you have not asked any thing in My

name: Ask, and you shall receive, that your joy
may be full. These things I have spoken to you in
proverbs. The hour cometh when I will no more
speak to you in proverbs, but will show you plain-
ly of the Father. In that day you shall ask in My
name: and I say not to you that I will ask the Fa-
ther for you: for the Father Himself loveth you,
because you have loved Me and have believed
that I came out from God. I came forth from the
Father and am come into the world; again I leave
the world and I go to the Father. His disciples say
to Him: Behold, now Thou speakest plainly and
speakest no proverb. Now we know that Thou
knowest all things and Thou needest not that any
man should ask Thee: by this we believe that Thou
camest forth from God.

To whom also He shewed Himself alive
after His passion, by many proofs, for forty days appear-
ing to them, and speaking of the kingdom of God. And
eating together with them, He commanded them, that
they should not depart from Jerusalem, but should wait
for the promise of the Father, which you have heard
saith He by my mouth. For John indeed baptized with
water, but you shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost, not
many days hence. They therefore who were come to-
gether, asked Him, saying: Lord, wilt Thou at this time
restore again the kingdom to Israel? But He said to them:
It 1s not for you to know the times or moments, which
the Father hath put in His own power: But you shall re-
ceive the power of the Holy Ghost coming upon you,
and you shall be witnesses unto Me in Jerusalem, and in
all Judea, and Samaria, and even to the uttermost part of
the earth. And when He had said these things, while they
looked on, He was raised up: and a cloud received Him
out of their sight. And while they were beholding Him
going up to heaven, behold two men stood by them in
white garments. Who also said: Ye men of Galilee, why
stand you looking up to heaven? This Jesus who is taken
up from you into heaven, shall so come, as you have
seen Him going into heaven.

And the Lord Je-
sus, after He had spoken to them, was taken up into
heaven, and sitteth on the right hand of God. But they
going forth preached everywhere: the Lord working
withal, and confirming the word with signs that fol-
lowed.
