THE CATHOLIC PRIESTLY ORDERS

Cont’d from last week’s bulletin

REVIOUSLY we considered
P the first six orders to the Cath-

olic priesthood — Porter, Lec-

tor, Exorcist, Acolyte, Subdea-
con, and Deacon. This leaves only the
Priest/Bishop.
(7) Priest and Bishop — (the bishop has
the plenitude of the priesthood). The priest-
hood has two degrees: the first, total
and complete; the second, an incom-
plete participation of the first. The first
belongs to the bishop, the successor of
the apostles. The bishop is truly a
priest (sacerdos), and even a high priest;
he has chief control of the Divine wor-
ship, is the president of liturgical meet-
ings, and the full charge of the admin-
istration of all the sacraments.

The second degree belongs to the
priest (presbyter), who is also a sacerdos,
but of the second rank; by his priestly
ordination he receives the power to
offer the Holy Sacrifice, forgive sins,
bless, preach, sanctify, and in a word to

fulfil the non-reserved liturgical duties
or priestly functions. However, he is
subject to the authority of the bishop
to whom he has promised canonical
obedience; in certain cases, he requires
not only authorization, but real juris-
diction, particularly to forgive sins and
to take care of souls. Moreover, certain
acts of the sacerdotal power affecting
the society of which the bishop is the
head, are reserved to the latter — e.g.,
Confirmation, the final rite of Chris-
tian initiation; ordination; and the sol-
emn consecration of churches.

It should be pointed out that in the early
1970s, the steps to the priesthood were sim-
plified to lector, acolyte, deacon, priest, and
bishop. While this is currently the ‘universal
law’ of the Church, the use of all seven orders
as we have seen is still part of the ‘particular
law’ of the Church. That is, that which is
used in particular instances, e.g., traditional
religious communities. In addition, a man
does not enter into the clerical state until the
deaconate.

Welcome to St. Anthony of Padua Oratory and the traditional Latin Mass offered by the
Institute of Christ the King Sovereign Priest. \We are pleased to have you join us in this ven-
erable act of worship and invite you to return often.

In the traditional Mass, each person has his proper role; be it celebrant, server, choir, usher, or congregation. At
High Mass, the choir makes all sung responses, and at Low Mass it-is the function solely of the server, since this has
been the vision of the Church, aided by the Holy Ghost, for numerous centuries. The congregation respond internally
as opposed to vocally, and this is still, according to Pope Pius XII in his encyclical “Mystici Corporis,” active participa-
tion. We must always remember that active participation in all its facets begins in the heart, for without which our pray-

While silent meditation or fervent recitation of the Holy Rosary have always been regarded as active participation,
it is highly recommended that to assist at the Mass more fully we follow the prayers of the Mass. For this purpose,
please use the pew missals, paying particular attention to the notes in the margin. All the “propers,” or parts of the
Mass which are different according to the day, can be found in the bulletin or the handout on the tables in the rear of the
church. Simply follow those around you regarding when to stand, sit, and kneel, and please keep a “holy silence” in the
church at all times out of respect for Christ’s presence in the tabernacle. Lastly, since there is no mixing of the old and
the new, Holy Communion is received on the tongue while kneeling.
