THE MORE YOU HONOR ME, 
THE MORE I WILL BLESS YOU. 

 

S T. GERTRUDE was born in Eisleben in Upper Saxony, in 
1256.  At the age of five she was instituted as an oblate in the 

Benedictine Convent at Rodalsdorf; the very same convent over 
which she later ruled for forty years as Abbess.  At the age of twenty
-five, she was favored with many celestial visions, and towards the 
end of her life she received the stigmata (impressions of the five 
wounds of Our Lord).  At God’s command she recorded her revela-
tions in her wonderful book entitled Communications and Sentiments of 
Love. The mission of this celebrated Benedictine nun in the thir-
teenth century was very similar to that of St. Margaret Mary Ala-
coque, which indeed she recognized and foretold in a prophetic 
showing.  Her mystical life was lived in the Most Sacred Heart of 
Jesus; she is pictured with a flaming heart in her hand.  When she 
spoke of Christ and the mysteries of His adorable life, her words 
were sweeter than honey and the honey-comb; her spirit was ever 
serene and radiant.  Jesus revealed to her His Heart as a mystery of 
grace and love, rather than as an abyss of sorrow.  She was not called 
to the special vocation of victim for the sins of the world as was St. 
Margaret Mary Alacoque. 
 A member of an order which for more than seven centuries had 
been the heir of patristic tradition and in which the Liturgy was al-
most exclusively the source of spiritual life, Gertrude conceived de-
votion to the Sacred Heart not as a separate devotion, but as a deep-
er intelligence of the great all-embracing mystery of Christ living 
again in the church by means of the Catholic Liturgy.

I ntroit. Jer. 29, 11,12,14. The Lord said, I think thoughts

P rayer. Remit, we beseech Thee, O Lord, the sins of Thy

E pistle. Philip 3,17-21, 4,1-3. Brethren, be ye followers of 
me, and observe them who walk so as you have our mod-

el. For many walk, of whom I have told you often (and now 
tell you weeping) that they are enemies of the cross of Christ;
