MORE ON DEVOTION TO
THE PRECIOUS BLOOD OF JESUS

When Cain and Abel made their
sacrificial offerings, Abel's pleased
God, but Cain’s did not. This gave rise
to the sin of hatred and fratricide was
the result. The earth soaked up Abel’s
blood as his murder shouted to heaven
for vengeance. This shouting prefig-
ured the scene on Calvary, where
Christ’s Blood cried to heaven for the
redemption of mankind.

Millennia pass, and Israel becomes
oppressed by Egypt. God commanded
the people to kill a lamb and to sprin-
kle the doorposts with its blood; hous-
es thus sprinkled were spared by the
messenger of death. This blood on the
doorposts was also a type of the Blood
of Christ. Can the blood of a lamb save
a man? No, but as a figure of the Re-
deemer’s Blood it certainly could.

specific examples of blood shedding
by Christ. These instances show the
close relation of Christ’s sacred pas-
sion to the devotion to His Precious
Blood. This is why it is regarded as
being synonymous with Jesus’ passion
and death, the source of our redemp-
tion. The Precious Blood is therefore
a part of the sacred humanity which is
hypostatically united to the Second
Person of the Blessed Trinity, and the
Church is at pains to emphasize the
meaning and tremendous significance
of the shedding of His blood in rela-
tion to our eternal salvation.

In addition, by the blood and water
flowing from the side of Christ, St.
John saw the symbols of Baptism and
the Eucharist, the two great sacra-
ments which apply to us the redemp-
tion obtained on the Cross.

Not having been present at Cal-

vary, we did not stand beneath the
Cross to receive His last drops of
blood on our souls. Our path is
much easier in that we can accompa-
ny Him on His way to Calvary spirit-
ually every time we assist at Holy
Mass, with the possibility of receiv-
ing the same graces as those who did
stand under the Cross.

Never should we forget that His
Blood is offered daily in the Holy
Sacrifice of the Mass on altars the
world over, and that He comes to us
Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity, hid-
den under the appearances of bread
and wine.

“You were not redeemed with corruptible
things as gold or silver... but with the pre-
cious blood of Christ, as of a lamb unspot-
ted and undefiled” (1 Pet. 1:18-19).

INFORMATION FOR ALL

Welcome to St. Anthony of Padua Oratory and the traditional Latin Mass offered by the Institute of Christ the King
Sovereign Priest. \Ne are pleased to have you join us in this venerable act of worship and invite you to return often.

In the traditional Mass, each person has his proper role, be it celebrant, server, chorister, usher, or member of the congre-
gation. At High Mass, the choir makes all sung responses, and at Low Mass these are the function solely of the server, as this
was the vision of the Church, aided by the Holy Ghost, for numerous centuries. The congregation respond internally as op-
posed to vocally, and this is still, according to Pope Pius XII in his encyclical Mystici Corpori, active participation. We must al-
ways remember that active participation in all its facets begins in the heart, without which our prayers are but empty shells.

While silent meditation or fervent recitation of the Holy Rosary have always been regarded as active participation, it is
highly recommended that to assist at the Mass more fully we follow the prayers of the Mass. For this purpose, please use the
pew missals provided, paying particular attention to the notes in the margin. All the “propers,” or parts of the Mass which are
different according to the day, can be found in the bulletin or the handout on the tables in the rear of the church. Simply follow
those around you regarding when to stand, sit, and kneel, and please keep a holy silence in the church at all times out of respect
for Christ’s presence in the tabernacle. Lastly, because there is no mixing of the old and the new, Holy Communion is received
