PRAYERS & INSTRUCTION 
THE FEAST OF THE EPIPHANY  

The Feast of the Epiphany is the continuation of the mystery of Christmas; but it appears 
on the Calendar of the Church with its own special character. Its very name, which signifies       
manifestation, implies that it celebrates the apparition of God to his creatures. Tradition has it 
that this was the day of the Baptism of our Lord Jesus Christ. 

The Epiphany shares with the Feasts of Christmas, Easter, Ascension, and Pentecost the 
honor of being called, in the Canon of the Mass, a Day most holy. It is also one of the cardinal 
feasts, that is, one of those on which the arrangement of the Christian Year is based; for, as we 
have Sundays after Easter, and Sundays after Pentecost, so also we count six Sundays after the 
Epiphany. 

The Epiphany is indeed a great Feast, and the joy caused us by the Birth of our Jesus must 
be renewed on it, for, as though it were a second Christmas Day, it shows us our Incarnate 
God in a new light. It leaves us all the sweetness of the dear Babe of Bethlehem, who 
hath appeared to us already in love; but to this it adds its own grand manifestation of the divini-
ty of our Jesus. At Christmas, it was a few Shepherds that were invited by the Angels to go and  
recognize THE WORD MADE FLESH; but now, at the Epiphany, the voice of God himself 
calls the whole world to adore this Jesus, and hear Him.      Dom Prosper Guéranger, Liturgical Year

  The most reliable way to request a Mass is to fill out an envelope, which can be found on the back tables, and drop it in the col-
lection basket. You may also make requests in person or by phone or email. However, this can, at times, become overwhelming and 
is prone to error. One envelope suffices for multiple intentions, unless there is danger of confusion.

A $1 do-
nation per card is requested. 
Mass cards can be picked up in 
the sacristy the Sunday follow-
ing your summitted request.
