Who How much is contained in these magnificent words of the Prophet! The
Branch; the Flower that is to come from it; the Spirit which rests on this flow-
er; the seven Gifts of this Spirit; peace and confidence established on the
earth; and, throughout the world, one brotherhood in the kingdom of the
Messias! St. Jerome, whose words are read by the Church in the lessons of the
Second Nocturn of this Sunday, says: "That the Branch which cometh forth
from the root of Jesse, is the Blessed Virgin Mary, who had contact with no
shrub or plant; and that the Flower is the Lord Jesus, who says in the Canticle
of Canticles: I am the Flower of the field, and the Lily of the valley.” In every
age of the Christian Church, this wonderful Branch and its divine Flower
have been objects of enthusiastic veneration. In the Middle Ages, the Tree of
Jesse, with its prophetic branches, was carved on the cathedral porches, was
painted on the windows, was embroidered on the hangings of the sanctuary,
and the melodious voice of the priests sang its praises in the beautiful Re-
sponsory composed by Fulbert of Chartres, and put to music by the devout
King Robert.
