Recitation of the Chaplet of Divine Mercy  

 

Using ordinary Rosary beads, begin with   
Our Father , Hail Mary, and the Apostleõs Creed. 

 

Then, on the large bead before each decade, say: 
Eternal Father, 

I offer Thee the Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity,  
of Thy dearly Beloved Son, Our Lord Jesus Christ, 

in atonement for our sins and those of the whole world.  
 

On the ten small beads of each decade, say: 
For the sake of His sorrowful Passion, 

have mercy on us and on the whole world.  
 

Conclude with (3 Times):  
Holy God,  

Holy Mighty One,  
Holy Immortal One,  

have mercy on us and on the whole world.  
 

O Blood and Water, which gushed forth from the Heart of Jesus  
as a fountain of Mercy for us, I trust in Thee!  

 

Optional Closing Prayer:  
Eternal God, in Whom mercy is endless and the treasury of 
compassion inexhaustible, look kindly upon us and increase 

Thy mercy in us, that in difficult moments we might not  
despair nor become despondent, but with great confidence  

submit ourselves to Thy holy will, which is  
Love and Mercy itself. Amen.

Dear Faithful, 
 

 . Christus resurrexit, alleluia! Christ is risen, alleluia! 
 . Resurrexit vere, alleluia! He is risen indeed, alleluia! 

 

 This is the traditional Easter Greeting in the Western Church 
that should replace ñHelloò during the Easter Octave as we greet 
one another with the most beautiful words acclaiming the 
greatest of Christôs miracles affirming His Divinity.  It is in His 
Resurrection that we have the pledge of our own resurrection to 
Eternal Life when we die with Christ in Baptism and are 
spiritually born to the Eternal Life of Grace. 
 Also, during the Easter Octave, at Mass we recite the Easter 
Sequence whose words were composed in the 11th Century. 
Sequences are prose used to ornament the Liturgical Feast and 
are sung/recited immediately preceding the Gospel. The 
following Easter Sequence will be recited every day of the Easter 
Octave.  

 From the altar of our Risen King, I wish you and your 
families a very blessed and joyful Paschaltide!
