From the Rector’s Desk: 
 

My Dear Faithful, 
 

This week, here are two great spiritual treasures 
offered us by Holy Mother Church: 
 

1. May 11-13 are the Minor Rogation Days, which 
occur on the three days preceding the feast of the 
Ascension. They are days of prayer, and traditionally 
also of abstinence, instituted by the Church to appease 
God's anger at man's transgressions, to ask protection 
in calamities, and to obtain a good and bountiful 
harvest. 
Please join us on Monday, May 11 at 5:30pm, Tuesday, 
May 12 at 8:00am and Wednesday, May 13 at 8:00am 
in the Minor Litany of the Saints and prayers (found on 
pg. 5-6 of the online bulletin at saintgianna.net). 
 
2. Beginning the day following Our Lord’s Ascension 
into heaven, May 15 - 23, we begin to pray the Novena 
to the Holy Ghost.  We begin by singing the hymn 
“Veni Creator Spiritus” and recite the prayers 
corresponding to each day.  You may find the Novena 
on pages 7-11 of the online bulletin at saintgianna.net 
 

History - The Novena in Honor of the Holy Ghost is 
the oldest of all novenas since it was first made at the 
direction of Our Lord Himself when He sent His 
Apostles back to Jerusalem to await the coming of the 
Holy Ghost on the first Pentecost. Addressed to the 
Third Person of the Blessed Trinity, it is a powerful plea 
for the light and strength and love so sorely needed by 
every Christian.   
 

To encourage devotion to the Holy Ghost, the Church 
has enriched this novena with the following indulgences: 
“The faithful who devoutly assist at the public novena in 
honor of the Holy Ghost immediately preceding the 
Solemn Feast of Pentecost may gain a partial 
indulgence for themselves or as an offering for the 
intentions of the faithful departed. Those who make a 
private novena in honor of the Holy Spirit, either before 
the Solemn Feast of Pentecost or at any other time in the 
year, may also gain a partial indulgence for themselves 
or as an offering for the intentions of the faithful 
departed.”
