Thought from St. Francis de Sales: 

 

After this conversion, the repentant Augustine hum-
bly used to say, "O Lord ... you have loosed my 
bonds. To you will I offer sacrifice of thanksgiv-
ing." [Ps 116:16-17] Take note, I beg you, how the 
heart of the saint was full of gratitude toward God. 
Certainly one of the most serious sins that people 
commit is forgetting the graces which they have re-

ceived. This defect has its roots in the failure in the first place to 
acknowledge the debt contracted with Divine Goodness for all His 
graces and benefits. When this ingratitude resides in the intellect, it 
is truly bad and dangerous because it passes on to the will and be-
comes such a vice that it makes a person completely forgetful of the 
debt of gratitude he or she owes to God. This is the greatest of all 
evils and one of the major impediments to grace. (Sermons 33; O. 
IX, pp. 329, 334)

The day following Our Lord’s Ascension into heaven, 
May 10-19, we pray the Novena to the Holy Ghost.  
For the Novena, we begin by singing the hymn “Veni 
Creator Spiritus” and recite the prayers corresponding 
to each day.  You may find the Novena on pages 7-11 
of the online bulletin at saintgianna.net)  
 

History - The Novena in Honor of the Holy Ghost is 
the oldest of all novenas since it was first made at the 
direction of Our Lord Himself when He sent His Apos-
tles back to Jerusalem to await the coming of the Holy 
Ghost on the first Pentecost. Addressed to the Third 
Person of the Blessed Trinity, it is a powerful plea for 
the light and strength and love so sorely needed by eve-
ry Christian.   
 

To encourage devotion to the Holy Ghost, the Church 
has enriched this novena with the following indulgenc-
es: 
   “The faithful who devoutly assist at the public novena 
in honor of the Holy Ghost immediately preceding the 
Solemn Feast of Pentecost may gain a partial indul-
gence for themselves or as an offering for the intentions 
of the faithful departed. 
   Those who make a private novena in honor of the Ho-
ly Spirit, either before the Solemn Feast of Pentecost or 
at any other time in the year, may also gain a partial 
indulgence for themselves or as an offering for the in-
tentions of the faithful departed.”
