By St. Francis de Sales 

Hasty Judgments 
(Book 3, Chapter 28, Part Three) 

Are we never, then, to judge our neighbor? you ask. Never, my 

child. It is God Who judges criminals brought before a court of 
law. He uses magistrates to convey His sentence to us; they are 

His interpreters, and have only to pro-
claim His law. If they go beyond this, 
and are led by their own passions, then 

they do themselves judge, and for so 
doing they will be judged. It is forbidden 

to all men alike, as men, to judge one 
another. 

We do not necessarily judge because we 
see or are conscious of something 
wrong. Rash judgment always presup-

poses something that is not clear, in spite of which we condemn 
another. It is not wrong to have doubts concerning a neighbor, 

but we ought to be very watchful lest even our doubts or suspi-
cions be rash and hasty. A malicious person seeing Jacob kiss 

Rachel at the well-side, or Rebecca accepting jewels from 
Eleazer, a stranger, might have suspected them of levity, though 

falsely and unreasonably. If an action is in itself indifferent, it is 
a rash suspicion to imagine that it means evil, unless there is 
strong circumstantial evidence to prove such to be the case. And 

it is a rash judgment when we draw condemnatory inferences 
from an action which may be blameless. 

Those who keep careful watch over their conscience are not 
often liable to form rash judgments, for just as when the clouds 

lower, the bees make for the shelter of their hive, so really good 
people shrink back into themselves, and refuse to be mixed up 
with the clouds and fogs of their neighbor's questionable do-

ings, and rather than meddle with others, they consecrate their 
energies on their own improvement and good resolutions. 

No surer sign of an unprofitable life than when people give way 
to censoriousness and inquisitiveness into the lives of other 

men. Of course exception must be made as to those who are 

responsible for others, whether in family or public lifeðto all 
such it becomes a matter of conscience to watch over the con-

duct of their fellows. Let them fulfil their duty lovingly, and let 
them also give heed to restrain themselves within the bounds of 

that duty. 
  

Michaelmas 
Todayôs Mass is the feast of ñMichaelmasò, honoring the Arch-
angel Michael.  

 ñMI-CA-ELò means ñWho is like 
God?ò, derived from the Hebrew 
phraseò.˪˞˩ ˧ˬñ   Such was the cry of 
the great archangel when he smote 
the rebel Lucifer in the conflict of the 
heavenly hosts, and from that hour he 
has been known as ñMichael,ò the 
captain of the armies of God, the type 
of divine fortitude, the champion of 
every faithful soul in strife with the 
powers of evil. Michael was the pro-
tector of the Israelites, especially in 
the days of their captivity in Babylon. 
ñMichael, the great prince,ò the Old 
Testament prophet Daniel called him, 
ñguardian of your peopleò (Dan. 

12:1). In the New Testament Book of Revelation, St. John 
speaks prophetically of the final victory of Michael and his 
regiments against the army of the great dragon, Satan. After a 
mighty struggle, Michael casts the enemy down to earth (Rev. 
12:7-9).  
Catholic teaching recognizes four "offices" or roles of the 
Archangel Michael: 
Leader of the Army of God: St. Michael is seen as the com-
mander of heaven's forces, leading the angelic host in their 
battle against the powers of darkness. He is a model of spiritual 
warfare, reflecting the ongoing struggle between good and evil. 
Angel of Death: St. Michael is regarded as the angel of death, 
accompanying the souls of departed Christians to heaven. At 
the moment of death, he offers the souls an opportunity for 
redemption, thwarting the devil's attempts to claim them. 

Weigher of Souls: 
St. Michael is 
often depicted 
holding balanced 
scales, symboliz-
ing his role in 
weighing souls 
during the Last 
Judgment. This 
signifies his in-
volvement in the 
divine judgment 
of humanity. 
Guardian of the 
Church: St. Mi-
chael serves as 
the guardian of 
the Church and 
the Chosen Peo-
ple. Throughout 
history, he has 
been revered by 
military orders of 
knights.
