INTROIT . Ps. 32, 5, 6. The earth is full of the mercy of the Lord, 
alleluia: by the word of the Lord the heavens were established, 
alleluia, alleluia. Ps. 32, 1. Rejoice in the Lord, ye just: praise 
becometh the upright. V. Glory. 
COLLECT . O God, Who by the humility of Thy Son hast lifted 
up a fallen world, grant that to those whom Thou hast delivered 
from the misfortunes of eternal death, Thou mayest insure 
everlasting happiness. Through the same.  
EPISTLE . 1 Peter 2, 21-25. Dearly beloved, Christ suffered for us, 
leaving you an example that you should follow His steps. Who 
did no sin, neither was guile found in His mouth. Who when He 
was reviled, did not revile; when He suffered, He threatened not; 
but delivered Himself to him that judged Him unjustly; Who His 
own self bore our sins in His body upon the tree; that we being 
dead to sins, should live to justice: by whose stripes you were 
healed. For you were as sheep going astray: but you are now 
converted to the shepherd and bishop of your souls.
