A Message from Canon Joel Estrada 
Our Lord said, òA little while and now you shall not 

see me, and again a little while, and you shall see me.ó Dur-
ing this joyous Easter season, while we rejoice in the living 
presence of the Risen Lord, we know that He must return 
to the Father. We know that, like Him, we also must return 
to the Father, that this earth is not our permanent abode, 
that life is a pilgrimage toward out true Heavenly Home. 

Though we might think that the end of our journey is 
far in the future, we should reflect on how near it really is, 
on how soon our lives will end. We should also meditate 
on the reality that our earthly lives cannot be compared to 
the future glory that awaits those who patiently endure for 
a little while the sufferings of earthly life. Our Lord promis-
es that our hearts will rejoice, that our joy cannot be taken 
away, that we might be sorrowful now but that sorrow shall 
be turned into joy. 

These words of Our Lord console us just as they did 
the disciples so many years ago, so that, like they, we can be 
prepared for sufferings which we know will come and so 
that we may bear them.

The conqueror of sadness, St. Francis de Sales, reminds 
us that hope is simply the loving embrace of Godõs will 
while we look and strive towards our supreme Good.  He 
encourages us to òwalk happily and joyously, among the 
difficulties of this passing life.ó He instructs us to òembrace 
with open arms all the mortifications and afflictions that we 
will meet on our way, since we are sure that these pains will 
have an end when our life ends, after which will be only 
joy, only contentment, only eternal consolation. Amen.ó
