8: 12-17  Brethren: we are debtors, not 

to the flesh, to live  according to the flesh; for if you live 

according to the flesh, you shall die; but if by the Spirit 

you   mortify the deeds of the flesh, you shall live. For 

whosoever are led by the Spirit of God, they are the 

sons of God. For you have not received the spirit of 

bondage again in fear, but you have received the spirit 

of adoption of sons, whereby we cry: Abba (Father). For 

the Spirit Himself giveth testimony to our spirit, that 

we are the sons of God; and if sons, heirs also; heirs in-

deed of God, and joint heirs with Christ.

Give 

an account of thy stewardship, for now thou canst be 

steward no longer. And the steward said within 

himself: What shall I do, because my lord taketh 

away from me the stewardship? To dig I am not 

able; to beg I am ashamed. I know what I will do, 

that when I shall be removed from the stewardship, 

they may receive me into their houses. Therefore
