Mass Attendance During Phase 1 of “Reopening”:  

A Few Reminders 
¶ Because of our limited capacity and our small church, 

Masses are reserved for current registered members of Holy 

Family Parish or St. Gianna Oratory. 

¶ The church will be cleaned and sanitized after each Mass.  

Hand sanitizer is provided.  Masks are not obligatory (except 

at the Fri 5pm Mass) but are suggested. Please wash your 

hands well before leaving home and upon returning.   

¶ The Sunday obligation of attending Mass is still suspended 

though Sunday must remain a day of prayer and rest. 

¶ If you or a family member is sick or feeling ill, please stay 

home. If you’re above 65 or have an underlying condition 

compromising your health, you may consider staying home.   

¶ Masses are being multiplied so that more faithful can more 

reasonably attend Holy Mass in a safe environment. You 

may attend once on either Saturday or Sunday. 

¶ Weekend Masses: For English Mass @ Holy Family 

please call the office (520)623-6773 to reserve a Mass 

time; for Latin Mass @ St. Gianna, you must sign-up for 

the Mass you will attend through the Signup Genius link 

that you’ll be emailed or call the office (520)883-4360 if 

you don’t have email.  
¶ Please be patient and understanding if you do not get the 1st 

Mass time that you desire or the Mass that you normally at-

tend. Not everyone will get to the “Sunday” Mass every 

weekend. Thus, there are provided additional Masses from 

Friday-Monday each weekend.  By Canon Law, a priest is 

restricted in how many Masses he can offer in a day.  Pray 

for more priests! 

¶ Please refrain from congregating in the church or outside 

before and after Mass.  Please keep 6 ft. Social Distancing at 

all times on church property. 

¶ Let us continue to pray the Litany of St. Joseph everyday for 

an end to the pandemic! By his intercession, not one regis-

tered member has contracted Covid-19.  Deo gratias!  

¶ Let us also pray that our world turns from sin.  As people of 

faith, we see this as a divine “wake-up call” to conversion 

and penance for the many sins committed against Our Lord, 

the Blessed Sacrament, His Mother, and the Church                

(Rue de Bac-Paris, LaSalette, Fatima, etc).

MODEST DRESS IN CHURCH  
As the summer heat sets in, both men and women of all ages 

are kindly asked to remember the importance of modest  
and reverent dress in church.   

 

Immodest dress is any clothing which, by reason of its tight-
ness or inadequate covering, draws attention to the human 

form and thus distracts others.   
 

In particular for men: no jeans, no shorts, no t-shirts or tank tops, 
no flip flops. 

 

In particular for women: no low-cut tops, no shorts or exposed 
backs or shoulders, no yoga pants; ladiesõ skirts and dresses 

should come below the knees. 
 

Suggested attire for men: 
Dress shirt (and tie and suit coat), dress pants and shoes. 

 
Suggested attire for women: 

Modest top and sufficiently long skirt.  Traditionally, women 
would also wear òChapel Veilsó like Sacred Objects (eg. Chal-

ice, Ciborium, and the Tabernacle which are all veiled.)
