Feast of Our Lady of the Most Holy Rosary (Oct. 7th) 

     In 622, Mohammed set out from Medina to conquer the Chris-
tian world for Allah by force and arms.  In 100 years, they had tak-
en from the Christians Jerusalem, Antioch, Alexandria, Hippo, Tu-
nis, Carthage, Spain, and southern France. The Muslim expulsion 
from France was quick but Spain took 750 years to win back.  For 
the most part, Europe was spared the rule of the Crescent.  But fol-
lowing the fall of the Byzantine Empire in 1453, the Ottoman 
Turks were ready to make an attack on the mainland of Western 
Europe in hatred of the Christian Faith of the Crusaders.  Pope St. 
Pius V called the Holy League to defend Christendom and called 
on monasteries, convents, and all the faithful to do penance and 
pray the Rosary for Mary’s protection as a great naval battle was 
preparing at Lepanto.  On October 7th, 1571, the Holy League 
stupendously defeated the Ottoman Turks and 15,000 Christian 
slaves were set free from the Ottoman galleys.  Pope St. Pius V was 
granted a vision of the Christian victory and gave thanks to Mary.  
A special feast was instituted on this day in honor of Our Lady as 
the feast of “Our Lady of Victory” which would later become “Our 
Lady of the Most Holy Rosary” as it was through the Rosary that 
the victory was obtained.

From the Introduction to the Apostolic Letter 
ROSARIUM VIRGINIS MARIAE 

OF THE SUPREME PONTIFF JOHN PAUL II 
TO THE BISHOPS, CLERGY AND FAITHFUL 

ON THE MOST HOLY ROSARY   
 

1. The Rosary of the Virgin Mary, which gradually took form 
in the second millennium under the guidance of the Spirit 
of God, is a prayer loved by countless Saints and encouraged 
by the Magisterium. Simple yet profound, it still remains, at 
the dawn of this third millennium, a prayer of great signifi-
cance, destined to bring forth a harvest of holiness. It blends 
easily into the spiritual journey of the Christian life, which, 
after two thousand years, has lost none of the freshness of its 
beginnings and feels drawn by the Spirit of God to “set out 
into the deep” (duc in altum!) in order once more to pro-
claim, and even cry out, before the world that Jesus Christ is 
Lord and Savior, “the way, and the truth and the 
life” (Jn 14:6), “the goal of human history and the point on 
which the desires of history and civilization turn”. 
 

2. The Rosary, though clearly Marian in character, is at heart 
a Christocentric prayer. In the sobriety of its elements, it has 
all the depth of the Gospel message in its entirety, of which it can 
be said to be a compendium. It is an echo of the prayer of 
Mary, her perennial Magnificat for the work of the redemp-
tive Incarnation which began in her virginal womb. With the 
Rosary, the Christian people sits at the school of Mary and is 
led to contemplate the beauty on the face of Christ and to 
experience the depths of His love. Through the Rosary the 
faithful receive abundant grace, as though from the very 
hands of the Mother of the Redeemer.

19th Sunday after Pentecost: Almighty, merciful, and 

forgiving God, remove everything that might hinder 

us: and thus freed in body and soul, may we with 

full liberty seek Thy will. Through our Lord. 

EPISTLE: Prov. 8: 22-24, 32-35 The Lord possessed me 

in the beginning of His ways, before He made any-

thing, from the beginning. I was set up from eternity 

and of old, before the earth was made. The depths 

were not as yet, and I was already conceived. Now 

therefore, ye children, hear me: Blessed are they that 

keep my ways. Hear instruction, and be wise, and  re-

fuse it not. Blessed is the man that heareth me, and that 

watcheth daily at my gates, and waiteth at the posts of 

my doors. He that shall find me, shall find life, and 

shall have salvation from the Lord.      

44: 5, 11, 12  Because of truth, and 

meekness, and justice: and thy right hand shall conduct 

thee wonderfully. Hearken, O daughter, and see, and 

incline thine ear, for the King hath greatly desired thy 

beauty. 

The solemn festival of the 

glorious Virgin Mary of the seed of Abraham, sprung 

from the tribe of Juda, of David’s royal race. Alleluia. 

GOSPEL: Lk. 1: 26-38 At that time the Angel Gabriel was 

sent from God into a city of Galilee, called Nazareth, to a 

virgin, espoused to a man whose name was Joseph, of 

the house of David, and the virgin’s name was Mary. 

And the Angel being come in, said unto her: Hail, full of  

grace: the Lord is with thee: blessed are thou among 

women. Who having heard, was troubled at his saying: 

and thought with herself what manner of salutation this 

should be. And the Angel said to her: Fear not, Mary, for 

thou hast found grace with God: behold thou shalt con-

ceive in thy womb, and shalt bring forth a son, and thou 

shalt call His name Jesus. He shall be great, and shall be 

called the Son of the Most High, and the Lord God shall 

give unto Him the throne of David His father: and He 

shall reign in the house of Jacob for ever, and of His king-

dom there shall be no end. And Mary said to the Angel: 

How shall this be done, because I know not man? And 

the Angel answering, said to her: The Holy Ghost shall 

come upon thee, and the power of the Most High shall 

overshadow thee. And therefore also the Holy which 

shall be born of thee shall be called the Son of God. And 

behold thy cousin Elizabeth, she also hath conceived a 

son in her old age: and this is the sixth month with her 

that is called barren: because no word shall be impossible 

with God. And Mary said:  Behold the handmaid of the 

Lord, be it done to me according to thy word. 

OFFERTORY: Ecclus. 24: 25; 39: 17  In me is all grace of 

the way and of the truth; in me is all hope of life and of 

virtue. Like a rose planted on the rivers I have borne 

fruit.  

SECRETS: Enable us, we beseech Thee, O Lord, to be 

fittingly prepared for offering these gifts, and through 

the mysteries of the most holy Rosary, so to meditate up-

on the life, Passion, and glory of Thine only-begotten 

Son, that we may be made worthy of His promises: Who 

with Thee liveth and reignest. 

19th Sunday after Pentecost: Grant, we beseech Thee, O 

Lord, that these gifts, which we offer in the sight of 

Thy Majesty, may be for our salvation. Through our 

Lord. 

PREFACE OF OUR LADY: It is truly meet and just, right 

and for our salvation, that we should at all times, and in 

all places, give thanks unto Thee, O holy Lord, Father 

almighty, everlasting God: and that we should praise 

and bless, and proclaim Thee, in the Festivity of the 

Blessed Mary, ever-Virgin: Who also conceived Thine 

only-begotten Son by the overshadowing of the Holy 

Ghost, and the glory of her virginity still abiding, gave 

forth to the world the everlasting Light, Jesus Christ our 

Lord. Through whom the Angels praise Thy Majesty, the 

Dominations worship it, and the Powers stand in awe. 

The Heavens and the heavenly hosts together with the 

blessed Seraphim in triumphant chorus unite to celebrate 

it.

Lord, mercifully free us from our perverse inclinations, 

and always make us cleave to Thy commandments.

GOSPEL of the 19th Sunday after Pentecost: Mt. 22: 1-4   

At that time, Jesus spoke to the chief priests and the 

Pharisees in parables, saying: The Kingdom of heav-

en is likened to a king, who made a  marriage for his 

son; and he sent his servants, to call them that were 

invited to the marriage, and they would not come. 

Again he sent other servants, saying: Tell them that 

were invited: Behold, I have prepared my dinner; my 

beeves and fatlings are killed, and all things are 

ready; come ye to the marriage. But they neglected: 

and went their ways, one to his farm, and another to 

his merchandise; and the rest laid hands on his serv-

ants, and having treated them contumeliously, put 

them to  death. But when the king had heard of it, he 

was angry; and sending his armies, he destroyed 

those murderers, and burnt their city. Then he saith 

to his servants: The marriage indeed is ready, but 

they that were invited were not worthy. Go ye there-

fore into the highways, and as many as you shall 

find, call to the marriage. And his    servants going 

forth into the ways, gathered  together all that they 

found, both bad and good; and the marriage was 

filled with guests. And the king went in to see the 

guests; and he saw there a man who had not on a 

wedding garment: and he saith to him: Friend, how 

camest thou in hither not having on a wedding gar-

ment? But he was silent. Then the king said to the 

waiters: Bind his hands and feet, and cast him into 

the exterior darkness: there shall be weeping and 

gnashing of teeth. For many are called, but few are 

chosen.     

The Fifteen Promises of Mary  
Granted to Those Who Recite the Rosary 

 

The Blessed Virgin Mary promised to Saint Dominic and to all  
who follow, that "Whatever you ask in the Rosary will be granted."  
She left for all Christians Fifteen Promises to those who recite the 

Holy Rosary. Imparted to Saint Dominic and Blessed Alan: 
 

1. Whoever shall faithfully serve me by the recitation of the  
Rosary, shall receive signal graces. 
 

2. I promise my special protection and the greatest graces to all 
those who shall recite the Rosary. 
 

3. The Rosary shall be a powerful armor against hell: It will  
destroy vice, decrease sin, and defeat heresies. 
 

4. The Rosary will cause virtue and good works to flourish; it will 
obtain for souls the abundant mercy of God; it will withdraw the 
hearts of men from the love of the world and its vanities, and 
will lift them to the desire for eternal things. Oh, that souls would 

sanctify themselves by this means. 
 

5. The soul which recommends itself to me by the recitation of 
the Rosary, shall not perish. 
 

6. Whoever shall recite the Rosary devoutly, applying himself to 
the consideration of its sacred mysteries shall never be con-
quered by misfortune. God will not chastise him in His justice, 
he shall not perish by an unprovided death; if he be just he shall 

remain in the grace of God, and become worthy of eternal life. 
 

7. Whoever shall have a true devotion for the Rosary shall not 

die without the sacraments of the Church. 
 

8. Those who are faithful to recite the Rosary shall have during 
their life and at their death the light of God and the plentitude of 
His graces; at the moment of death they shall participate in the 

merits of the saints in paradise. 
 

9. I shall deliver from Purgatory those who have been devoted 

to the Rosary. 
 

10. The faithful children of the Rosary shall merit a high degree 
of glory in Heaven. 
 

11. You shall obtain all you ask of me by the recitation of the 
Rosary. 
 

12. All those who propagate the Holy Rosary shall be aided by 
me in their necessities. 
 

13. I have obtained from my Divine Son that all the advocates 
of the Rosary shall have for intercessors the entire celestial 

court during their life and at the hour of death. 
 

14. All who recite the Rosary are my sons and daughters, and 

brothers and sisters of my only Son Jesus Christ. 
 

15. Devotion to my Rosary is a great sign of predestination.
